FROM THE PRINCIPAL. 
Update to our 150th Year Celebrations 
We have had to make some significant adjustments to how we celebrate Napoleons Primary Schoolôs 
150th years of schooling due to COVID 19 restrictions on large gatherings of people. This is ok because 
it just means we get to celebrate on more than one occasion. Instead of our planned event on November 
1st, we will be having a smaller óin houseô celebration at school on Friday October 30th. The children 
will participate in a range of activities that are representative of different times from 1870 through to 
2020 during the school day. We hope to have an Indigenous Smoking Ceremony and some displays in 
classrooms that we will photograph and stream on Facebook or as a live event. The Organisation  
Committee has been developing some great ideas to capture stories from past and present students 
about what they loved or love most about coming to school at Napoleons Primary School – both the  
old and the new sites. We will have some more information closer to the day. 
We expect to have our large gathering sometime in 2021 when, hopefully, COVID 19 restrictions have 
eased. 

Remote Learning Term 3I attended a Webex Pr incipals Forum last week and the Deputy Secre-
tary of the Department of Education stated that he believed we would be remote learning for the re-
mainder of the term. The Victorian Government has been stating that restrictions will be in place until 
at least September 13th which takes us to the last week of term however I do not believe that school will 
be asked to return for one week. I will ensure I pass on any updates as they are announced. In the mean-
time, you are all doing an amazing job supporting your childrenôs learning from home. Please do not 
hesitate to contact us if there are any concerns. I hope you are all having a good week of remote and 
flexible learning. I must say, I have popped into each classroom this week and it is very encouraging to 
see so many students connecting each day – we are having full classes or near full classes tuning in 
each day – this is excellent. This week 82% of our students with have connected with their teacher eve-
ry time a class has been scheduled. We have a few families who have made arrangements with their 
class teachers to have paper-based, rather than online learning, and this is also marked as attendance. 
Well done everyone – letôs try to get closer to 100% each week we have remote learning.
