On Tuesday 17th February we have booked a bus to take students to the Athletics and it leaves at 8:30am.  

We have booked the usual morning run school bus to arrive 30 minutes earlier than your scheduled pick up time for this day. 

The afternoon school bus will run as usual. Families who are taking their own children need to be at Llanberris by 9am. Please 

note that parking is tricky and you will need to make sure you are parked in allocated street parking to avoiding being booked. 

The Athletics day will be completed by 3pm which means, students travelling by bus will be back at school in time to go home 

at the regular time. Families who wish to take their children directly from the Athletics Reserve must let their class teacher 

know before they leave so they can be marked off our roll.  

This year families will have access to the sheltered stands and schools will be set up on the oval. Families are welcome to visit 

events to watch their children however please remember to stay clear of running tracks and also discus/shotput events for 

safety reasons. 

A canteen is available on the day and children are encouraged to bring lunch from home to ensure they can eat when they 

are hungry. Please make sure your children have plenty of water in their drink bottles and sunscreen on before they come to 

either school or to the athletics track.

This week in 2/3 has been exciting and rewarding. We have been busy settling into 

routines and working on our roles in the classroom. The students have been 

exploring the book ‘What to do with a problem’ making predictions, exploring 

characters and settings and also making text-to-self connections. We have 

continued exploring 2, 3 and 4-digit numbers in maths and began measuring using 

formal and informal units. The students have learnt about affirmations and why it 

is important to speak kindly to ourselves. We’ve been repeating phrases like ‘I am 

kind’, ‘I am a good friend’ and ‘I am creative’.

This week in 3/4, we have continued to read our class novel ‘Kimmi’ and have 

discovered that the dingo family has been separated. It has been quite sad because 

some of the dingoes have been injured. We are continuing to look at narratives and 

techniques to help us make our writing even better. In Auslan we finished our name 

cards and can spell our names correctly. In Marc Van, we made a library card 

because we are going to be able to borrow from the Marc Van resources.

Good Afternoon, 

We wanted to get in touch to let you know that we unfortunately had significant delays with two of our shipments 

which has caused stock shortages across some of our schools. 

With the global tariff situation and their ever-changing nature at the moment, a lot of shipping companies have had 

to adjust their shipment plans repeatedly over the past 6 months. This unfortunately meant that shipments we had 

arranged to arrive in December arrived at the end of January because the shipping vessels kept being reallocated. 

This may mean that some students won't have their full uniform as school starts for 2026. The most impacted items 

are school bags, reader bags, and some varieties of dresses, skirts, and hats. 

The stock from these containers will start arriving in stores from today and into the next two weeks. There will be a 

focus on getting the summer uniform in first, with the full range following in the weeks after.
